The Psalms of Solomon is almost universally regarded as a translated text. No Hebrew or Aramaic original has come to light, but the style of these eighteen songs is very Hebraistic. It will be argued in the lecture that the style is due to imitation of the Septuagint, and that the original language of these Psalms is Greek. This raises an interesting question: is it possible that Jews in Jerusalem around the middle of the first century BCE wrote religious poetry in Greek?
