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Plates [-XXII present Wadi Daliyeh bullae in the Rockefeller Museum, Jerusalem (museum numbers beginning with
WD). Plates XXIII and XXIV present a significant selection of related bullae formerly in the collection of Reuben and
Edith Hecht (Hecht Group, see INTRODUCTION, p. 3), now in the collections of the Israel Museum, Jerusalem
(museum numbers beginning with IM) and the Reuben and Edith Hecht Museum, The University of Haifa (museum

numbers beginning with HM).
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
